Mission Updates 
Mission Then and Now: 

The Congo 
By Chuck Curtis, 

Director of Mission and Evangelism 
 

In 1490 the Portuguese sent a mission to the 
Congo. Some success was achieved: a local king 
and queen were baptized and took the names 
John and Eleonora. Two generations later a num-
ber of Congolese men traveled to Lisbon to study 
for church service. One of them was subse-
quently made a bishop for West Africa. Upon his 
death (mid-16th Century), however, the mission 
all but died out. For the next 300 years the Portu-
guese continued mission work, mostly through 
the Capuchin Order. The evangelization was 
generally very weak, and no strong churches re-
sulted from the missionariesô efforts. 
 
For 23 years (1885-1908) Belgiumôs King Leo-
pold IIôs had personal control of the Congo. This 
period was accompanied by Roman Catholic, 
particularly Belgian, missionaries, who cooper-
ated in the expansion of the kingôs political and 
economic control of the country. Clearly, Europe 
had discovered the rich natural resources in cen-
tral Africa, and the Belgian church played a part. 
 
When Leopold passed control of the Congo to 
the Belgian government in 1909 a flood of mis-
sionary activity ensued, emanating from Europe 
and America. Widely distributed reports from the 
English-American explorer Henry Morton Stanley 
contributed to the release of missionary activity. 
Among the first American organizations were 
Presbyterians, who moved inland from the mouth 
of the Congo River. Some American Presbyteri-
ans, however, were already established in the 
Congo. African-American William Sheppard and 
his white partner, Samuel Lapsley, had estab-
lished in the 1890ôs a very successful mission in 
the Kasai region, 1200 miles inland. Among 
Sheppardôs significant accomplishments were 
carefully learning the culture of his hosts and 
speaking out against the cruelty of King Leo-
poldôs regime. 
 
At the conclusion of World War I the Belgian gov-
ernment and the Belgian Catholic Church ex-
panded missionary efforts to a much larger scale, 
building many hospitals, schools, and churches. 
 

Today Bob and Kristi 
Rice are among 
seven PC (USA) mis-
sionaries serving in 
the Congo (DRC), 
serving with the Pres-
byterian Community 
of Congo (CPC), the 
worshipping commu-
n i t y  beg un  by 
Sheppard and Lap-
s l e y .  B o b 

(bob.rice@pcusa.org) brings a passion for evan-
gelism, equipping leaders and building up the 
church. He serves as a consultant and colleague 
with the CPC, with an active involvement in vi-
sioning and implementing new initiatives in Chris-
tian education and evangelism. Kristi 
(kristi.rice@pcusa.org) anticipates serving with 
community development and microloan projects 
connected to the CPC as she seeks to empower 
the poor and demonstrate Godôs love. 

Jim and Suzanne Witty in Jerusalem  
 

ñWe will be living in Israel for almost 5 months 
training pastors. For years the pastors have ex-
tended this invitation.

Psalm 24 v:9  

 Lift up your heads, O gates! and be lifted up, O 

ancient doors! that the king of glory may come in.  

Visiting many of the beautiful cathedrals, castles, ba-
silicas, and palaces throughout Europe this past sum-
mer, my eyes were constantly gazing upward. The 
Renaissance which began in Florence represented a 
cultural rebirth from the 14th century through the mid-
dle of the 17th century.  

For my husband and me there was excitement and 
anticipation of what lay ahead as we toured the Euro-
pean countryside. Whatever problems, worries, and 
struggles I was feeling over time vanished. Upon en-
tering St. Peterôs Square, I recall being overwhelmed 
by its immense vastness and beauty. St. Peter's Ba-
silica has the largest interior of any Christian church 
in the world, holding over 60,000 people. Listening to 
the choir sing was nothing less than magnificent. All I 
could do was to look up. Upon departing, we felt lifted 
and at peace.  

During the holi-
day season 
many of us get 
stressed, over-
whelmed, and 
overcommitted.  
In this Psalm 
written by David 
we are com-
manded to act:  ñLift up your heads!ò Lifted up means 
to fill with high spirits; to fill with confidence; to rise to 
a higher position. This is what our Lord desires for us.  
As the creativity of the Renaissance could never 
have been imagined in advance, our greatest imagi-
nation comes to nothing when we try to envision the 
coming of the King of glory.  Our spiritual rebirth will 
far outshine even the greatest cultural rebirth of the 
Renaissance.  The entrance of the King of glory com-
mands an awe which no mortal words can describe. 
Heaven will be a place of amazing glory! The King of 
glory will know our name. He will help us stand. He 
will take our hand. He will fight our battles and pre-

serve us through the grave to eternal life. We will be 
reborn.  

This holiday season I encourage you to focus on lift-
ing your spirits whether it is talking with someone, 
reaching out to others, and saying ñnoò when 
needed. Music is wonderful in soothing the soul and 
refreshing the spirit. Try the healing power of listen-
ing or singing the chorus to Handelôs Messiah, ñLift 
Up Your Headsò this season. I pray that the words of 
the chorus, the words of this Psalm, and the words 
of the scripture fill you, lift you, this Advent season.  

 Hallelujah!
